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Jesse White Urges Student Readers to Enter “Letters About Literature” Competition
Secretary of State and State Librarian Jesse White is urging students in grades 4 through 12 to enter the
2017 “Letters About Literature” contest — a national reading and writing competition funded by the Dollar
General Literacy Foundation and the Library of Congress through the Secretary of State’s lllinois Center
for the Book program.

“Letters About Literature” invites students to read a book, poem or play of their choice and write a letter to
the author about how the work changed their life or view of the world. Students can enter on their own or
through their schools, libraries or other youth organizations.

“Every year thousands of students in lllinois enjoy participating in this inspiring competition,” said White.
“lllinois has had more entries than any other state for nine years in a row. Anyone who has read past
letters can see how literature inspires and touches the lives of our young people. | encourage all our
students to take part in Letters About Literature, and | hope their participation leads to a lifetime of
reading.”

There are three levels of participation: Level | for grades 4-6, Level Il for grades 7-8 and Level IlI for
grades 9-12. One lllinois winner will be selected for each level and receive a $200 cash award.
Teachers of the winning students will receive a $100 cash award to purchase materials for their school
library. Winners and teachers will be invited to an awards ceremony in Springfield. The state winners’
letters will be forwarded for national judging.

The deadline to enter the competition is Friday, December 2, 2016 for Level Il and Monday, January 9,
2017 for Levels | and Il. State winners will be announced in April 2017. For more information about the
competition, contact Bonnie Matheis at 217-558-2065.

Literacy Spotlight

This week’s Literacy Spotlight highlights Danville Area Community College. A woman came to Danville
from Chicago and enrolled in classes to obtain her GED. The learner’s progress in school was held back
by personal and financial problems. She lived with her grandmother and father, who are both disabled. A
lot of pressure was put on the learner to stay at home to take care of them. However, she was determined
to get a high school diploma because she knew the difference it would make in her life. She started with
tutors, and before long she gained confidence and continued to improve until finally she gained her GED.
The learner won the program'’s literacy scholarship of $500 and now has enrolled in college courses.

2007.
