Lovana “Lou” Jones, a State Representative for nearly 20 years, died May 8, 2006.
Serving in the House of Representatives since 1987, Jones championed the causes of
women, abused children, minorities, non-violent ex-offenders and grandparents raising
grandchildren. Her colleagues revered her likeable and diplomatic demeanor, yet she was
determined in her convictions and a staunch advocate for her constituents.

She served as chair of the Committee on Public Safety and was Assistant Majority
Leader for six of her 10 terms. Jones was born March 28, 1938, in Mansfield, Ohio, and
moved with her family to Chicago in 1959.

She received her bachelor’s degree in business administration from Ohio State
University and was a social worker and community activist before becoming a state legisla-
tor. She was active in several community and civic organizations, including the Task Force
for Black Political Empowerment, Operation PUSH (original member), the NAACP,
Chicago Urban League, Independent Voters of Illinois, Cook County Democratic Women,
St. Ambrose Catholic School Board and NARAL.

Jones was preceded in death by her daughter and is survived by eight grandchildren.
